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A one-year part-time programme leading to a Postgraduate Certificate in Community Health Nursing is offered by University College, Cork. Applicants must be Registered Nurses with An Bord Altranais and have a minimum of two years’ nursing experience of which 12 months is consecutive. For non-EU applicants where English is not the first language, fluency must be demonstrated (IELTS 7.00 or higher).  Admission to the programme will be subject to internal university approval processes on the recommendation of the Head of School. The overall aim of this programme is to develop informed and skilled community health nurses. 


COURSE AIMS


Each student builds from his or her unique starting point, to emerge at the end of the course with:


a firmly established knowledge base relevant to Community Health Nursing;


familiarity with a range of concepts and models which can guide both understanding and practice;


an understanding of the social, cultural and policy context of Community Health Nursing;


confidence in themselves and enthusiasm for their role, and, 


an acknowledgement that learning and skill development is a lifelong process.
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COURSE ORGANISATION AND DURATION


This is a one-year, part-time programme and the Postgraduate Certificate is presented on the basis of lectures, seminars, tutorials, practical sessions, projects, class presentations and written papers.





For prospective students undertaking this programme IT skills are highly desirable.





The programme is modularised consisting of 5 modules (30 credits; 1 x 10 credit, 4 x 5 credits). Success in these modules may qualify a candidate for exemptions on the Postgraduate Diploma in Public Health Nursing.
